The Ministry of Language Education's Korean Language Institute at JBNU 
works to help international students acquire a high level of Korean language 
proficiency so they can succeed in their degree programs.

○ Eligibility: All international students or individuals of Korean heritage from abroad who 
have graduated from high school (including business high school) or have an 
equivalent academic background.

○ Completion: Certificates of completion for the Level 4 Korean Language Course (TOPIK Grade-3 
equivalent) can be awarded at the conclusion of the course. Undergraduate and 
graduate students at Jeonbuk National University are encouraged to apply.

This course seeks to improve students’ Korean language skills through the discussion of various 
topics related to everyday life and to enhance students’ understanding of Korean culture.
